If you would like to confess your faith
with us as a member of the Congregation, please speak with the Pastor about
membership.

If you have questions
regarding the Sacrament, or would like to schedule private confession and
absolution, please speak with the pastor. If you would prefer a blessing instead
of Holy Communion, please let the Pastor know as he approaches you, or simply
cross your arms over your chest.
